Satpuda Foundation joins Satpura Landscape Tiger Project (SLTP).

Satpuda Foundation has started protection and conservation initiatives under Satpura landscape Tiger Project with some partner organizations. Born Free Foundation promised three year support  to Satpuda Foundation under SLTP project.

SF has started supporting health Unit of NCSA in Pench Tiger Reserve Maharashtra and Priyadarshini Pench Tiger Reserve in Madhya Pradesh. (See the Report) SF also started gathering information from 26 villages surrounding both Pench Tiger Reserves. (See the report)

SF supported Tiger Protection in Melghat Tiger Reserve:

Mr.Balachandran Ramachandran donated Rs,92,500 for providing equipments to field staff in Melghat Tiger Reserve. SF has donated 30 bicycles, 80 torches, 80 shoes, 80 water bags to the Forest Guards, chaukidars in Melghat Tiger Reserve at the hands of Mr.Ashok Khot, Additional Chief Secretary (Forest) Maharashtra on 21 st March 2004.

These donations proved very helpful to the field staff in doing tiger protection work at the ground level.

SF supported Tiger Protection in Yawal sanctuary.

The Yawal sanctuary in Jalgaon district, has proved as a jewel for the Khandesh, the region in the northern Maharashtra. Jalgaon is the largest banana producing district of the country. Though this is a low rain fed and dry district otherwise, the people here are learnt how to use every drop of water, percolated from the northern part of the district that is the Satpuras. The Yawal sanctuary and the forest adjoining to it has been the source for rivers like Sukki and Aner. There are two dams constructed on these rivers in Jalgaon and Dhulia districts respectively.

The team of SF visited this sanctuary first in August 2003 and listed out problems. Then the package of six tents and 20 sleeping bags for temporary protection camps was released in April 2004. This was used for setting up 6 Protection camps in Yawal wildlife Sanctuary.

SF has given second package of shoes, torches, dress, caps to 15 local chaukidars deployed to combat the encroachment threat to this sanctuary. Thanks to Mr.Balachandran a NRI from California for this timely help. (more about Yawal)

SF created EE resource material for Tiger Conservation.

SF procured 4 tents and 5 sleeping bags for conducting Conservation education programmes in the Satpuras. Our field conservationists are also using some equipments like sleeping bags, binoculars etc while conducting surveys.
